Long, scenic drive to Hunza along the Karakoram Highway via Gilgit.

Hunza Forts
Sunrise at Eagle's Nest, then the historic Baltit and Altit forts and the royal garden.

Attabad & Passu
Boat ride on turquoise Attabad Lake, the Passu Cones, and Nagar valley viewpoints.

Final Morning & Depart
One last Eagle's Nest morning, then the drive south to Islamabad for departure.
